
Height limits help to establish 
a maximum building envelope. 
However, the size and scale 
of buildings is greatly impacted 
by their design, shape, and 
articulation. Guidelines and 
standards will be developed 
to shape the allowed building 
envelopes, and to create 
attractive and pedestrian-scaled 
buildings.

These images illustrate the types 
of guidelines and standards that 
will be used in the Specific Plan, 
to regulate the quality and scale 
of building forms.
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
